What’s Your Media Guilty Pleasure?

Provide the following information on your note card –

First – Admit to media content (one example) you might feel uneasy, embarrassed or guilty about consuming (you might not be comfortable letting others know). 
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For example, “I like the music of Britney Spears.”, or “I love the movie Full Metal Jacket.”, or “I read personal advice columns online or in the newspaper.”
  Second – Write one to three sentences explaining “why” you feel uneasy, embarrassed or guilty about this matter; is it because of your friends or society, is it not “normal” for someone your age to like the example. Put it in your own words.

For example, “I’m not supposed to be into pop (bad girl) music. My friends would give me a hard time if they knew I liked Britney Spears. All my friends say they hate her.” Or you might write, “Full Metal Jacket is a violent movie but in some scenes I have to laugh.”
Print your full name on the backside of the index card.
