Elia Kazan – Research Report
some background
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At the age of 89, Elia (uh-lee-ah) Kazan, director, won a Lifetime Achievement Award at the 71st Annual Academy Awards in March 1999. Kazan made many contributions to film most notably as a director. His films include On the Waterfront, East of Eden, and A Streetcar Named Desire. 
However, many in Hollywood were outraged that the Academy chose to honor the man, who in 1952 before the House Committee on Un-American Activities (HUAC), “ratted” on eight of his friends who, with him, had been members of the American Communist Party in the 1930s. 

your assignment
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I assembled passages from half a dozen books that you must read to come to an understanding of the matters surrounding Kazan’s decision to testify before Congress in 1952. Use the readings as a basis to understand the topic and answer the question; Do you defend or condemn Kazan’s decision to testify before Congress? Cite specific examples from the readings to support your position. It is important that you explain your position with these examples. The chapter on film in your textbook about the Hollywood Ten would also be helpful to understand this period. 
The selections from the library guide and the Campbell book are the only approved publications for this research assignment.

I do not want you to re-state the history of the issue and what Kazan did. Focus instead on building a case with supporting material from the readings to condemn or defend Kazan. An outstanding report will understand the dynamic of the time, how the issue is bigger than Kazan. An outstanding report will use ethical principles to explain your reasoning.

Complete a two to three page narrative to submit to Canvas. 
The document must include a cover page (with your name, date and “Kazan” title) with properly cited sources and a works cited page. A bibliography of the films is required using end notes in MLA style. Use Noodletools from the CCC library web site:

http://libguides.camdencc.edu/c.php?g=965401&p=6974530 to create a proper layout for your bibliography. When you quote or paraphrase from the characters in the film(s) you must cite those passages as end notes and create a works cited page (separate from the bibliography). Instructions will be provided to submit your report to Canvas. In Canvas your report will be automatically scanned for plagiarism.

Plagiarism is stealing and will result at least in failing the assignment.
