[image: image1.wmf]Use your own words and pictures to express your feelings and thoughts about communication with the Communication Mural assignment. The assignment will be completed during our class on ___________ . This is your final Class Participation assignment for the semester.

You do not have to be an artist to do this assignment. As long as it is done in good taste you can use various materials to create symbols of your understanding of communication.

When completed the mural project will be shown to students in future classes. So when you prepare for this assignment think about what you have learned from our class and what knowledge you would like to pass along to other students when they sit down for their first class in Communication Theory. 

Topics you might want to consider for your addition to the mural:

· Personal experience that can be related to a communication theory

· Observations that have improved your knowledge 

· How you look at communication with your newfound knowledge

· Measuring how you improved your understanding of communication

· Demonstrate what have you learned from this class

Objective

The objective of the assignment is to share, through words and pictures, your perspective on a communication concept. Take the information this class has given you, combine it with your own personal experience and observation and create a symbol of your new understanding of communication.

Preparation

Before you come to class please find a topic(s) in your Communication Theories in Action text (or class notes) that you feel is important. 

With a basic understanding of the theory and your own personal observations or insights communicate why this concept is important to you. Sketch a rough drawing or assemble the materials you will use to create the picture.

Each student is required to bring his or her own materials. You can write, draw, collage or do any combination to contribute to the mural. Use whatever items you feel most comfortable with such as; pens, pencils, chalk, pastels, crayons and markers. If you want to create a collage of words and images (clippings from newspapers or magazines) then bring your own stick glue and clippings. If you want to trace or use stencils bring them to class. The material for the mural is a heavy grade (thick) paper that is 40 inches wide and will be 15-20 feet in length. The Instructor will provide the paper.

Evaluation

Participate in the assignment by creating a symbol of your understanding of a Communication theory. Identify the theory by name and sign your name to the artwork. Remain in class until all the work is complete.
