CP - How does film help us understand each other?
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Over the next several classes you will watch scenes from films directed by Stanley Kubrik, from Paths of Glory to Eyes Wide Shut. Following each viewing you will be given time to reflect on your answer to the question; How does film help us understand each other?
While watching the movie scenes please write down thoughts. It is likely that you will not come up with an answer while viewing the film clips but it is important to write down your thoughts and reactions as you watch. Revisiting your notes at a later time will help you respond to the question.
To get an outstanding grade: 
If you wish to receive an outstanding grade, include at least two specific examples (scenes) from any one or several of the films. For an outstanding grade find a theme among the movie scenes and determine how it connects to your life experiences. It is critical to be descriptive of the scenes and quote or paraphrase from the characters in the film(s). When you type your response do not summarize or restate the question.
Your report must be at least two full pages but no more than three full pages in length. The report must be double-spaced and include a cover page. Put your name, date and title the report, “How Does Film Help Us Understand Each Other” on the cover page. 
A bibliography of the films is required using MLA style. Use Noodletools (available from the CCC library web site http://libguides.camdencc.edu/c.php?g=965401&p=6974530 ) to create a proper layout for your citations and bibliography. When you quote or paraphrase from the characters in the film(s) you must cite those passages as end notes and create a works cited page (separate from the bibliography). Instructions will be provided to submit your report to Canvas. Your report will be automatically scanned in Canvas for plagiarism.

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Here is a list of the film scenes we will watch.
* Paths of Glory (1957) (1999 MGM DVD)
“Safe in their picturesque chateau behind the front lines, the French General Staff passes down a direct order:  take the Ant Hill at any cost. A blatant suicide mission, the attack is doomed to failure. Covering up their fatal blunder, the Generals order the arrest of three innocent soldiers, charging them with cowardice and mutiny.” 

View two scenes: one in which a patrol is sent out at night (Lt. Roget, Cpl. Paris and Private Lejeune) before the failed attack on the Ant Hill and the other scene is when three men are found guilty of cowardice (Cpl. Paris one of them) are before the firing squad. All three are to be made scapegoats; to send a message to the 

troops.

* Dr. Strangelove or: How I Learned To Stop Worrying and Love the Bomb (1964) (2008 Sony Pictures DVD)
“Fueled by paranoia and a fanatical sense of patriotism, two psychotic generals – U.S. Air Force Commander Jack D. Ripper and Joint Chief of Staff “Buck” Turgison (George C. Scott) – trigger an ingenious, irrevocable scheme to attack Russia’s strategic targets with nuclear bombs. The brains behind the scheme belong to Dr. Strangelove (Peter Sellers), a wheelchair-bound nuclear scientist with bizarre ideas about mankind’s future. Rendered helpless to stop the bombers is the President of the United States (Peter Sellers) and Ripper’s executive officer, Captain Mandrake (Peter Sellers) – the only man who can stop them.”

View 1 scene: The scene when General Turgison announces to the President that with bombers on their way to Russia this is an opportunity to pull a surprise attack on the Soviet Union, despite that millions will be killed.
* A Clockwork Orange (1971) (1999 Warner Brothers VHS)
“Stomping, whomping, stealing, singing, tap dancing, violating. Derby-topped teddy-boy hooligan Alex (Malcolm McDowell) has his own way of having a good time. He has it at the tragic expense of others. Alex’s journey from amoral punk to brainwashed proper citizen and back again forms the dynamic arc of Stanley Kubrik’s future-shock vision of Anthony Burgess’ novel.” 

View 1 scene: the opening scene of the movie where you are introduced to Alex and his pals and their violent stomping, whomping, stealing, singing, tap dancing and violating way of life.

* Full Metal Jacket (1987) (2001 Warner Brothers DVD)
“The film is a saga about the Vietnam War and the dehumanizing process that turns people into trained killers. Joker, Gomer, Animal, Mother, Eightball, Cowboy, and more – are all plunged into a boot-camp hell pit bulled by a leather lung D.I. who views the would-be devil dogs as grunts, maggots or something less.”

View 1 scene: the groups of Marines are out of boot camp and in Vietnam. Joker is a writer for Stars & Stripes (Army newspaper). There are problems all over Vietnam for American troops because of the 1968 Tet Offensive. Joker gets an assignment to cover the bloody street fighting in the city of Hue (way) where he eventually hooks up with some of his boot camp buddies. Joker is given the assignment and is in transit to Hue.

* Eyes Wide Shut (1999) (2001 Warner Brothers DVD)
“It is a compelling psychosexual journey. Tom Cruise plays Dr. William Harford, who plunges into an erotic foray that threatens his marriage – and may even snare him in a lurid murder mystery. Harford becomes obsessed with having a sexual encounter after his wife Alice (Nicole Kidman) admits to having sexual fantasies about a man she met and chastising him for dishonesty in not admitting to his own fantasies. This sets him off into unfulfilled encounters with a dead patient's daughter and a hooker. But when he visits a nightclub, where pianist friend Nick Nightingale is playing, he learns about a secret sexual group and decides to attend one of their congregations. However, he quickly learns he is in well over his head and finds he and his family is threatened. The story sweeps from doubt and fear to self-discovery and reconciliation.” 

View 2 scenes: Having obtained the password to the secret sexual group Dr. Harford is trying to rent a costume to wear to the secret sexual event. In the second scene, he is bringing the costume back to the store.
