Class Participation – Listen to a Non-Commercial Radio Station
Listen to a non-commercial (public) radio station for one hour and answer the following questions. Review of the appropriate chapter in the book will help you with some of the terminology identified in the assignment. When you type your report there is no need to repeat the questions, just provide the answers in separate paragraphs. Double-space your typed narrative and include a cover page. Come to class prepared to discuss your findings.
1) Identify the call letters, frequency, the name of the program and host(s), guests and also the date and time of the broadcast.
2) What type of program (news, public affairs, entertainment, etc.) is it? 
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3) What were the topics discussed/featured in the program? (talked with  ____  about a book she wrote on ____, heard news from Iraq, news about the President, commentary on___, review of __movie, interviewed _____)
4) Note several production elements used in the program (use of sound effects, live reports, recorded pieces, music, mixing of sounds, telephone calls from guests or listeners, etc.). Please explain how the production elements were used in the show. For example, the host interviewed the book author over the phone; I heard the noise of construction equipment when the reporter gave his story on Iraq.
5) In a few sentences, describe the information found about the program on the accompanying web site (ordering archive shows, upcoming guests, etc.). Include the web site address.
6) What underwriting sponsorships did you hear (these are typically broadcast at the start and conclusion of the program)? Identify several examples.
7) In one or two paragraphs summarize your impressions of the show; what you liked and disliked about the program. 
8) In one or two paragraphs explain why you will or will not listen to this show again. Give specific information, examples from the show, to explain your reasoning.
9) During our class discussion, take notes when other students present their research. From at least three other students identify the stations and programs listened to and some of the information given as it relates to questions 1-6. Add the notes to your document before handing it in.
